To register 
a student simply log onto the WITT website 
and complete the ‘Apply now’ STAR / Trades 
Academy form.
Bookings will be re-confirmed one week prior to the 
start of the course. WITT tutors will fill out a STAR 
Attendance Register each week to keep track of student 
attendance and this will be emailed to the school STAR 
Coordinator after each session. 

The school STAR Coordinator will also need to 
notify WITT of any attendance changes before these 
time frames. 

STAR courses are designed to provide students with a 
taster into particular career options and the types of 
courses available at WITT. Therefore, it is expected that 
registrations will come ONLY from students who are 
genuinely interested in the subject area. 

How to
Register
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For secondary school students studying towards NCEA Level 1 or 2. You should have a 
genuine interest in a particular vocational pathway.
In the Taranaki Trades Academy you come to WITT at least one day a week over several terms and gain NCEA 
credits. The learning takes place in a practical and hands-on environment using industry standard equipment 
and technology relevant to your chosen career path. You will develop the foundation skills needed to progress 
to further study opportunities or move directly into employment.
